6. KeyAudit Matters

Key audit matters are those matters-that,-in the auditor’s professional judgment, were of
most significance in the audit of the financial staterpents of FY 2025-26; and These matters
were addressed in the context of the audit of the_) financial staten?ents as a whole, and in
forming the auditor’s opinion thereon, and the auditor does not provide a separate opinion on

these matters.

1. The Bank has excessive provision of Rs. 92.44 crores as on 31.03.2026 which includes the
reserve created for advances given from rural branches of the Bank. To the extent of excess of
provision, the Bank’s profit is understated.

2. Based on the data available the Bank has closed 2,81,302 deposit accounts in FY 2025-26.
The Board of Director in its board meeting held on 16.08.2025 had decided to levy charge of
Rs. 200 per month from April to the deposit account which were KYC non-compliant and
close the accounts once the balance in deposit accounts become zero. Upon test check of
the said accounts, it was observed that the Bank has not levied the said charges as per the
said resolution in some accounts. The said charges were reported under commission &
exchange in Profit and Loss account. The levy of the charges was the reason behind increase
in gross receipts of the Bank.
